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Fixings 

   
 
Whichever of our sheeting products you want to fix, to whatever type of purlin, we have the fixing for you. Demand for 
traditional fixings, such as drivescrews and spring heads, has dropped in recent years as fixing technology has 
developed.  Tec screws are now the industry standard as they are fast for fitters to use, securely fix the material, last a

Main features 
 

Tec screws.  ¢Ƙƛǎ ǘȅǇŜ ƻŦ ŦƛȄƛƴƎ ƛǎ ŀ ΨǎŜƭŦ ǘŀǇǇŜǊΩΣ ƳŜŀƴƛƴƎ ǘƘŀǘ the point drills through the sheet and fixes directly into 
the purlin or structure below.  The drill point and thread shape of each tec group, eg timber, Z purlin or steel, have been 
specifically developed to ensure efficient fixing into the framework. 
 
Our standard tecs are made from carbon steel and are hex headed with a 19mm stainless and EPDM washer. Fitted with 
a coloured cap to match the sheeting, these are ideal for most projects.  But some projects have particular 
requirements, such as Baz washers for fixing fibre cement, stainless steel fixings for corrosive environments or perhaps 
moulded colour caps have been specified. The following page shows a few examples of each main type we supply for 
roofing and cladding.

Traditional 
This group includes drivescrews and springhead nails which are hammered into timber, ŀƴŘ Ƙƻƻƪ ŀƴŘ ΨWΩ ōƻƭǘǎ with nuts 
for fixing sheets to steel and angle iron. 
 
How long from order to delivery or collection? 
We usually carry all standard tecs in stock, so they can be collected or sent out on a carrier on the day of order.  If the 
fixings form part of a sheeting order, then time to delivery is dictated by manufacturing lead times. For special orders, 
please allow 3 to 5 days, but we will be able to give you a better idea at the time of ordering.

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FIXING NOTES 
With over ǘƘƛǊǘȅ ȅŜŀǊǎΩ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜΣ here are some of the tricks of the trade to save you both time and frustration. 
 

 Purlins can be of timber, steel or light steel Z purlin and you need to use the appropriate type of fixing. 

 Tec screws should be fitted at a 90 degree angle to the sheet otherwise the washer will not form a seal 

 We recommend a self-tapping tec screw ŘŜǎƛƎƴŜŘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ǘȅǇŜ ƻŦ ǇǳǊƭƛƴ ȅƻǳΩǊŜ ŦƛȄƛƴƎ ƛƴǘƻΦ 

 MŀƪŜ ǎǳǊŜ ȅƻǳ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƻǾŜǊ ǘƛƎƘǘŜƴ - the washer needs to lightly under pressure for best performance. 

 A tec gun is the preferred method of fixing as the depth adjustment settings mean the washer cannot be over 
tightened. 

 Caution! Using a hand held power drill to fix tecs can also damage your wrists and hands as the drill will keep 
turning even when the screw is tight 

 Start fixing sheets at the end of the building away from the prevailing wind so that the overlap is facing 
downwind. 

 Always fix Box Profile sheeting through the bottom of the profile, directly into purlin as this prevents sheet 
distortion.  

 Corrugated sheets are always fitted through the top of the corrugation.

under a single skin, the top sheet is not compressed or delaminated.  .  

 As a rule of thumb, use 4 fixings in the first and last purlin and 3 on every other, but please ask for details. 

 Where you overlap the sheets, the short overlap goes on top and the sheets are fixed in the trough, either side 
of the overlap using the standard longer tec screws. The joint itself is then fixed together with shorter tec 
screw known as stitchers to give a bullet-proof join.  

 When fixing ridge and barge flashingsΣ ǳǎŜ ǎǘƛǘŎƘŜǊ ǘŜŎǎ ǘƻ ΨǎǘƛǘŎƘΩ ŘƛǊectly to the sheets rather than to the 
purlin, at about 400mm centres. This will prevent long screws from kinking the sheet. 

 Use red colour caps on rooflight fixings as they provide a visual marker for the location of rooflights at a later 
date.
